Problems that affect education, transportation, health care and public safety do not impact
just a few communities or a small group of people. They affect us all. The budget crisis hitting
the state is going to hurt all Nevadans, probably for several years. Some in STATE government
believe the solution is to shift more of a burden to local taxpayers for local problems.

Local governments are also feeling the squeeze. All government agencies are receiving
less money but are still being required to deliver more services to more people. Shifting the
burden from the state to the county may be a very simplistic solution and one that will not work,
but local government leaders must look to see where more local support can help local activities.

Jim, you and | have known each other for 40 years. We were law partners for 14 of those
vears. We know how to work together and we have the same goals for the Nevada communities
where we graduated from high school. That is why I want to offer any assistance I can in your
crusade to prevent cutting more money out of higher education. You have pointed out that there
are several communities, one of which is Phoenix, Arizona, that provide local financial support
for their community colleges. While southern Nevada’s local governments are certainly doing
more with less, [ am open to discussing the idea that Clark County and the NSHE might form
partnerships to seek additional sources of funding for the College of Southern Nevada. Closing
campuses at the College of Southern Nevada is bad for southern Nevada. If we can find methods
for these campuses to stay open with new local support, public-public partnerships or shared
facilities, | stand ready to help find solutions.

These problems affect us all. Let’s work together to find solutions. I am here to support
you and NSHE in any way we can.
